Motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
RAILS System Membership Standards:  The new standards were recently approved and will go into effect in July, 2018.  Briefly discussed the three categories outlined in the standards (core, accomplished, exemplary) as well as the new trustee and manager training requirements defined in these standards.
NEW BUSINESS:   
Ordinance 17-2:  Secretary Ciuffini motioned and Trustee Boeringa seconded the motion to approve 2% Tax Levy Ordinance 17-2.  Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
Alcohol Policy:  Discussed the possibility of adopting a policy that would allow the library to serve alcohol for special adult programs that have a “cultural or educational nature”, as well as fundraising events.  (Ex. craft beer program where attendees can learn about and sample various specialty beers).  Tabled for future discussion.
